Remember not to burn, cut down or trim the dry leaves or cut down grass stalks, even if they look messy at the moment. Wait until later in April, and check for any nesting animals before doing any work.

Tips for Bird Feeders

Remember:
· Disinfect your bird feeders regularly (food gets mouldy and dirty feeders can harbour harmful bacteria).
· Put out clean water in shallow dishes – birds and hedgehogs will thank you for that! (A ping-pong ball in the dish should prevent the water from freezing in frosty weather.)
· Make sure to remove mealworms, sunflower hearts and raisins from the ground feeders for the night as these foods are harmful to hedgehogs. Apples can be enjoyed by both. (Alternatively, put the feeders on a step, out of hedgehogs’ way.)
· You can use a stool to shelter the food from the rain, if you have one.
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
